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Salient Features of Chuadanga District
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Chuadanga is a historical place on the bank of
Mathabanga-Naboganga-Chittra-Bhairab-Kuma River
under Khulna division of Bangladesh. Chuadanga
district spans between 23°22' to 23°50' north latitude
and 88°39' to 88°48' east longitude. The Tropic of
Cancer has crossed over Jibannagar Upazila of this
district. Around 1740-1750 AD, a man named Chungo
Mallik from the Itebari-Maharajpur area of Nadia and
Murshidabad of India sailed through Bhairav River
and settled with his family on a secluded high place on
the bank of the Mathabhanga river. The township was
recorded as ‘Chungodanga’ in Persian records of 1797
AD. Later the word 'Chungodanga' gradually
transformed into ‘Chuadanga’.

Chuadanga district has an area of 1174.10 sq km. The
district is bordered by Kushtia district to the north-east,
Meherpur district to the north, Jhenaidah to the east
and south-east and Nadia district of West Bengal, India
to the west. The distance from the capital Dhaka to
Chuadanga city is 215 km. Chuadanga has two
parliamentary constituencies, four  upazilas
(Chuadanga Sadar, Jibannagar, Damurhuda and
Alamdanga), five police stations (Chuadanga Sadar,
Jibannagar, Damurhuda, Alamdanga and Darshana),
four municipalities, forty one Unions, three hundred
and eighty Mauzas and five hundred and fourteen
villages.

Under the rule of the East-India Company, Kushtia
region including Chuadanga was part of Rajshahi
district. During 1871 AD, Chuadanga, Meherpur and
Kushtia belonged to Nadia district of India. Later,
during the partition in 1947, Kushtia district was
formed with parts of Kushtia, Chuadanga and
Meherpur. After the independence of Bangladesh,
Chuadanga was declared as an independent district on
February 26, 1984 vide the Government Notification
(No. MER/FA-2/84-198) through administrative
decentralization and restructuring.

The district boasts a rich heritage of folk culture and
rural traditions, dating back centuries. Villages were
echoed with diverse forms of entertainment like
Murshidi, Marfati, Yatra, Bhasan, Kabigan, Kirtan,
Jari songs, Ghazari songs, Gajan songs, Meyili songs,
Wedding songs, and Farmer's Metho songs. This
district is a unique center of coexistence of different
followers of religions including Muslim fakirs and
Hindu Vaishnavs pursuing a path of Bauls -a group of
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mystic minstrels of Vaishnavism and Tantra. Baul
Samrat Fakir Lalon Sai's philosophy of life, practice of
music, establishment of arena, and sadhana-bhajana
(a kind of divine song) have spread widely in this
region. Among the Bauls of this region, Khodabkhsh
Shah, Rongazi Biswas, Bonomali Shah, Behal Shah,
Shukchand Shah, Dulal Shah, Amulya Shah, Ali Shah,
Nanigopal Das, Srinath Gonsai, Bhiru Shah, Didar
Shah, and Hedayet Shah are remarkable. The famous
Baul singer Latif Shah's arena is in Janhapur village of
Chuadanga district.

Chuadanga district has seen remarkable individuals
who made significant contributions to language,
culture, education, and politics. Among them are Atul
Krishna Saha, a figure in the “Quit India Movement.”
Anantahari Mitra, Amiokumar Ray, Amullo Kumar
Maitra, Sree Tarapado Pandit, Yunus Ali advocate,
Akram Ahmed Biruttam, a courageous freedom
fighter, Ashab-ul-Haq, a language activist,
Mohammad Shahjahan and heroic freedom fighter
Solaiman Haque Joarder (Selun) are among other
prominent figures of the district.

During the Liberation War, the first Southwestern
Regional Command was formed in the Chuadanga
district on March 26, 1971. Historical documents
reveal that Chuadanga was supposed to be the first
temporary capital of Bangladesh. But, soon after the
announcement of Chuandanga’s name as the
temporary capital on April 10, 1971, the Pakistani
forces began an air strike that led the then leaders to
shift the temporary capital to Mujibnagar. Famous
block maker N. N. Saha prepared the first seal with the
monogram of Bangladesh. Chuadanga was under
Sector No. 8 during the Great Liberation War which
witnessed more than 100 battles between the Pakistan
Army and the Freedom Fighters. On December 7,
1971, Chuadanga and Alamdanga achieved victory
against the Pakistani forces, and the flag of
independent Bangladesh was hoisted. Places with the
great liberation war memories include Aatkobor in
Natudah of Damurhuda, Five mass graves in
Haibatpur-Madna of Dhopakhali village in Jibonnagar
and the bank of Ganga-Kapotaksha canal near
Alamdanga railway station. These places -carry
memories of brutal killing and destruction by the
Pakistani forces during the Liberation War.

Apart from the War of Liberation, people of this region
participated in the Faraiji Movement (1838-47), the
Indian Rebellion (1857), the Indigo Revolt (1859-60),
the Khilafat Movement (1920), the Swadeshi
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Movement (1960), the Non-Cooperation Movement
(1920-1922), the Satyagraha Movement (1920-40) and
the Quit India Movement (1942).

Chuadanga district hosts several tourist attractions with
historical importance. Liberation War Monument,
Thakurpur Mosque, Kalupol Raja’s Vita, Bishu Shah's
Shrine, Chuadanga Baro Mosque with three domes of
Chuadanga Sadar Upazila; Slaughter place memorial of
Alamdanga, Gholdari Jame Mosque, Gholdari Nilkuthi,
Jamzami Mosque, Tiorbila Mosque of Alamdanga
Upazila; Atchala Ghar- a memorial place of National
Poet Kazi Nazrul Islam, Hazarduari School,
Karpasdanga Neel Kuthi, DC Ecopark, Talsari Road,
Aatkobor, Keru & Co., Darshana of Damurhuda Upazila;
Dhopakhali Shahi Mosque and Kashipur Zamindar Bari
of Jibannagar Upazila are among the historical and
notable tourist spots of the district.

Chuadanga has been important since ancient times in
terms of trade and commerce. During the eighteenth and
nineteenth centuries, the Chuadanga region was famous
for the manufacture of woven clothes, indigo, molasses,
boats and brass vessels. In 1860, the first British-Indian
post office was established at Chuadanga. On 27th
November 1862, Bangladesh entered the railway era by
initiating the first railway line from Chuadanga to
Kushtia’s Jagati. The district is famous for dhoti clothes,
saris, towels, loongis and bed sheets. Keru & Co., one of
the largest sugar mills in Asia with an area of 3600 acres,
is located in Darshana of Chuadanga district.

Chuadanga district is known as the illiteracy-free district
of the country. The district has a private university, 19
colleges, 140 secondary schools, 445 government
primary schools, 39 madrasas, 5 polytechnic institutes, a
youth development training center, a Technical Training
Centre and a Primary Teacher's Training Institute.

Chuadanga’s Date molasses (khejurer Goorh) is
particularly famous throughout the country. Sarojganj of
Chuadanga Sadar upazila is a very famous wholesale and
retail market of Date molasses. Rice, jute, pulse, mango,
sugarcane, tobacco, onion, garlic, cotton, corn and wheat
are among the crops and food grains produced here. A
part of the Dattanagar agricultural farm, one of the largest
ones in the Indian subcontinent, is situated in the
Jibannagar upazila of this district. Apart from this, the
'Black Bengal Goat' is well known as the district branding
of Chuadanga.
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Executive Summary
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A Population Census is the total process of planning,
collecting, compiling, evaluating, disseminating and
analyzing demographic, economic and social data at
the smallest geographic level pertaining, at a specified
time, to all persons in a country or in a well-delimited
part of a country. The Population and Housing Census
mainly consists of two parts- the Population Census
and the Housing Census. After the independence of
Bangladesh, BBS conducted the first Population
Census in 1974. Following the ten-years periodicity,
the 6th Population and Housing Census was supposed
to be conducted in 2021, but it was not possible due to
the global pandemic, COVID-19. Therefore, the
census is conducted immediately after the COVID-19
during 15-21 June 2022 all over the country at a time.
As per section 6(c) of the Statistics Act, 2013,
previously conducted “Adamshumari”
as “Janoshumari” in Bengali. It is the first digital
census in the history of the country. In the census,
data collection is conducted using digital device
Tablet following the Computer Assisted Personal
Interviewing (CAPI) method.

The census preparations are carried out through three
operations. Under these, a number of
activities such as

zonal
preparatory
enumeration areas (EAs), recruitment of enumerators
and supervisors, preparing maps, updating of geo-
codes, identifying training centres, enlisting the
restricted areas etc. are undertaken. A web-based

formation of

Integrated Census Management System (ICMS) is
developed to control and manage the first digital
operation.  Subsequently, all
controlling-maps including EAs are integrated with

census census-
geo-code through ICMS. With a view to monitoring
data collection activities centrally, along with their
quality, through the ICMS, a Network Operations
Centre (NOC) is established at the BBS Headquarters.

The data collected from the household using Tablets
are transmitted to the data center of BBS in fully
encrypted form through a strong security system,
established in Tier IV Data Center of Bangladesh
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Data Center Company Limited (BDCCL). Later on,
making the data decrypted, these are made real-time
visualization on the screen of the NOC. Real-time
monitoring of the progress of data collection as well
as observing its quality are made possible through this
system.

A total of 39 subject-matter teams are formed to carry
out specific subject-matter activity for proper and
successful implementation of Digital Census. As part
of the pre-census activities, a high-level meeting
chaired by the Cabinet Secretary is held to coordinate
census operation. As a result, census Management
becomes easier at the field level.

At first, a draft questionnaire is developed at the
project level keeping the questionnaire of the last
census 2011 and other relevant issues in
consideration. After that, the final draft of the
questionnaire is prepared incorporating the views of
the  stakeholders collected through several
workshops/seminars, and adding the findings of its
pre-test. Afterwards, a CAPI version of the
questionnaire is developed and a pre-test is conducted
to assess its performance. Based on the findings from
the pre-test, the CAPI version of the questionnaire is
finalized. The questionnaire contains 35 questions in
two modules such as the Household Module and the
Individual Module. To examine the entire process of
the main census, a pilot census is conducted just
before the census operation.

Four days training in three phases are imparted to the
census personnel to educate them on the overall
contents of the questionnaire and the data collection
technique as well. Alongside the training manual, an
audio-visual training module and separate interactive
animated training apps on each question are used to
provide a clear idea about the census questionnaire.

A call centre is set up at the BBS Headquarters to
provide prompt solutions on subject matters and
general queries of the census staff at various levels,
which is also made open to all so that the people can
communicate directly to the census team to be
included in the census counting.
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A wide range of campaign is carried out to convey
census messages to every person of the country. At
the beginning, a commemorative postal stamp and an
inaugural envelope are released by His Excellency the
President of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh. A
Voice Call of the Honourable Prime Minister is
delivered to all mobile phone subscribers. In addition
to the traditional medias, social platforms such as
Facebook, WhatsApp, YouTube, Instagram, and so on
are also used for census campaign.

In order to ensure the inclusion of all in the census,
the entire country is fragmented into 3,81,053
Enumeration Areas with a tiny portion for each.
Approximately 4,37,000 personnel are directly
engaged in various activities of the census, which
include 3,65,791 Enumerators, 63,550 Supervisors,
3,779 Zonal Officers, 3,779 ICT Supervisors, 552
Upazila Census Coordinators (UCC), 163 District
Census Coordinators (DCC), and 12 Divisional
Census Coordinators (DivCC).

Chuadanga district is remained as one census district
for smooth implementation of census activities and
engaged 1 DCC. Moreover, 4 UCCs, 30 zonal
officers, 30 ICT supervisors, 507 supervisors and
3,054 enumerators are involved in the census
enumeration.

The modified De-facto method is followed in the
Population and Housing Census 2022. Under this
method, members of households are enumerated in
the place where they stay at the census moment, and
the members who remain on duty or on journey at the
census moment are enumerated at their usual
residences. At the beginning, the floating population
is counted on census night, from 12.00 o’clock at
night of 14 June to 6.00 a.m. on 15 June 2022, across
the country. Subsequently, the nationwide data
collection activities are taken place for seven days
from 15 to 21 June 2022. It is to be noted that, due to
a sudden flash flood in the north-east region of the
country, the data collection period is extended to 28
June 2022 in four flood affected districts. After the
successful completion of the census enumeration, the
preliminary report is published in a month on 27 July
2022. According to the report, the total population of
the country is 16,51,58,616.

The Post Enumeration Check (PEC) survey is carried
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out by Bangladesh Institute of Development Studies
(BIDS) just after the census operation to assess the
coverage and content error. As per the PEC survey
findings, the Net Coverage Error (NCE) of the
Population and Housing Census 2022 is found as
2.75%, which is noted as the lowest ever in the census
history of Bangladesh. By adjusting the said NCE, the
adjusted total population of the country stands at
16,98,28,911. Note that the adjusted population has
been determined up to the lowest division level in
light of the results obtained in the PEC survey.

According to the Population and Housing Census
2022, the total enumerated population of Chadanga
district is recorded as 12,34,054 of which male is
6,07,636, female, 6,26,355 and hijra, 63. The
percentages of population living in the rural and the
urban areas are 75.63% and 24.37% respectively. The
total population living in slum areas is 4589 and the
total population counted as floating is 78.

By upazila, it is evident that the highest number of
population, 3,68,160 live in Alamdanga while the
lowest, 1,97,775 in Jibannagar. It is found that the
percentages of population live in general; institutional
and other households are 98.79, 0.86 and 0.35
respectively. In the case of general household, the
percentage of male headed households is 87.99 and
female headed households, 12.01. According to
Population and Housing 2022 the average annual
growth rate of population of the district is 0.79%
which was 1.13% in 2011. The rates are 0.65% for
male and 0.93% for female. The highest, 9.29% of
the total population belong to the age of 10-14 years.
In the case of male, the percentage is the highest,
9.86% for the age of 10-14 years, but for female, it is
the highest, 9.16% for the age of 15-19 years. On the
contrary,
percentages, it is found that the population below 15
years and 30 years, and 60 years are 25.38%, 50.35%
and 89.64%, respectively. The sex ratio is evident at
97.01, dependency ratio, 46.81 and child-woman
ratio, 296.81 in the district. Out of the population aged
10 years and above, currently married population is
70.37% and never married, 23.23%. The singulate
mean age at marriage for male and female are 23.78

analyzing the figures by cumulative
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and 18.22 years respectively. It is observed from the
data that, the percentages of Muslim, Hindu,
Buddhist, Christian and others religion are 97.61,
2.25, 0.00, 0.13 and 0.001 respectively in the district.
The total number of persons with disabilities is
reported as 22,978 which is 1.86% of the total
population of the district.

The literacy rate of the population aged 7 years and
above is 71.20%, which is 72.05% for male and
70.38% for female. The rate is recorded as 69.07% in
the rural areas while it is 77.79% in the urban areas
for the population of the same age group. The
percentage of currently student of male and female of
age 5-29 years are 56.39 and 48.68 respectively.
Considering the field of education, it is evident that,
general education holds the outstanding share with
92.31%, religious, 3.62%, technical, 0.76% and
others, 3.31%.

Out of the total population aged 5 years and above,
35.50% are employed, 33.38% are engaged in
household work, 0.96% is looking for work, and
30.36% do not work. By sex, it is seen that the
proportion of male and female in the employed
population is 90.07% and 9.93% respectively.
Conversely, out of the total population of age 15 years
and above, the percentage of employed population is
recorded as 43.25%. It is found that out of the total
employed population, the highest 52.18% are engaged
for salary/wages. The highest 61.51% of the total
employed population are engaged in agriculture sector
followed by 32.80% in service and 5.69% in industry
sector. The population aged 15-24 years, who were
not in education, employment or training (NEET)
during the census period, is reported as 77759, which
is 36.67% of the total population of the said age group
of the district.

In the district, of the total population aged 5 years &
above, 52.31% have been reported as having mobile
phones for their own use, and it is 63.50% for the
population aged 15 years and above. Out of the total
population aged 5 years & above, 24.18% are reported
as internet users while it is 28.53% for the population
aged 15 years and above. The analysis shows that
22.25% of the total population aged 15 years & above
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have a single or joint account with any financial
institution in which they have made at least one
transaction in the previous 12 months of the census.
The percentage of persons of the same age group
having mobile banking accounts is evident as 35.97%
in the district.

The total number of ethnic population in the district is
707, of which male is 355 and female, 352. The
highest, 219 persons of that category are living in
Alamdanga followed by 111 in Chuadanga Sadar.

The total number of households in the district
enumerated at 326714, of which 248154 are located in
the rural areas and 78560 in the urban areas. A total of
1282 slum households and 67 floating households are
also accounted. The total number of households
except for floating is recorded as 326647, of which
the general households are 325441, institutional
households, 272 and other type of households, 934.

In the total general households of the district, the
highest, 48.04% of the floor of main dwellings are
made of soil/sand/mud and the highest, 72.39% have
used metal sheet/CI sheet/corrugated iron sheet as the
wall materials. It is also evident that the highest
53.68% of the total households have used metal
sheet/CI sheet/corrugated iron sheet, as roof materials
followed by cement/concrete/tile, 45.26%. It is
observed that in the case of the main dwelling
structure, Kancha holds the highest share with
50.80%, followed by Semi-pucca, 13.23%. The total
number of dwellings in the district is 300840, of
which 234171 are located in the rural areas and 66669
in the urban areas. It is manifested that 95.04% of the
total households in the district live in their own
dwellings.

Most of the households (97.15%) of the district use
deep/shallow tube-well as the main source of drinking
water. Besides, 2.64% of households use tap/pipe
(supply) water for drinking. In the district, 55.78% of
the total households has the toilet facilities with safe
disposal by flushing/pouring water. On the contrary,
the percentage of households having the toilet
facilities with unsafe disposal with flushing/ pouring
water is 11.17%. It is observed that 73.63% of the
total households use toilets with no sharing and
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69.83% have separate hand washing facilities with
‘Soap and Water’ in the district.

It is observed that as many as 99.26% of households
are under electricity coverage in the district. It is
apparent that, in total, 68.62% of households use
wood/chalk/chopped wood as the main source of
cooking fuel.

The total number of remittance recipient households
in the district is recorded as 21607, of which the
highest, 44.62% is accounted for in the Alamdanga
upazila followed by 25.08% in Chuadanga Sasar.

The average size of general households gradually
decreased to 3.75 in 2022 from 6.44 in 198l1.
Considering the number of members, the four-
member households score the highest, with 91103,
which is 27.99% of the total households in the district.
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1.1 Background

After the independence of Bangladesh the father of the
nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman established
Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics (BBS) on August 26, 1974
by merging the then four organizations namely the Bureau
of Statistics under the Planning Commission, the Bureau of
Agriculture Statistics and the Agriculture Census
Commission under the Ministry of Agriculture, and the
Population Census Commission under the Ministry of
Home Affairs realizing the importance of statistics in
policy making and accurate planning. As the National
Statistics Office (NSO), BBS is entrusted with the
responsibilities of collecting, compiling, analysing,
evaluating and disseminating official statistics regularly on
various sectors, including socio-economic, demographic,
health, education, trade, national accounts, environment
and climate and so on. BBS has been functioning now
under the purview of the Statistics Act of 2013.

Like other countries, the Population and Housing Census,
due to its nature and robustness, is regarded as
Bangladesh’s the most significant and colossal statistical
undertaking. According to the “Principles and
Recommendations for Population and Housing Censuses
(Revision-3)” of the United Nations Department of
Economic and Social Affairs, Statistics Division’s
Guideline, A Population Census is the total process of
planning, collecting, compiling, evaluating, analysing and
disseminating demographic, economic and social data at
the smallest geographic level pertaining, at a specified time,
to all persons in a country or in a well-delimited part of a
country. The Population and Housing Census consists
mainly of two parts-

(1) The Population Census, which provides socio-
economic and demographic information on every
person living in a country at a point in time, down to
the smallest geographical unit;

(2) The Housing Census, which provides data on all
dwelling units prevailing in a country, their conditions,
and facilities available, down to the smallest
geographical unit.
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The main objective of the Population and Housing
Census is to provide accurate data on the population
living in the geographical territories of the country,
together with their dwellings. Furthermore, one of its
vital objectives is to provide data on vital demographic
characteristics of the population, and the structure and
facilities available in their dwellings. The
policymakers, planners, researchers, media personnel,
development partners, and other stakeholders use the
census data as the benchmark for formulating and
implementing local and national plans and programs
for overall development.

After the independence of Bangladesh, BBS conducted
the first Population Census in 1974. The second was
conducted in 1981. Since then, censuses have been
conducted following a periodicity of ten years. In
connection with this, the fifth Population and Housing
Census was undertaken in 2011. Following the ten year
periodicity, the 6™ population and housing census was
supposed to be conducted in 2021, but it was not
possible due to the global pandemic, COVID-19.
Therefore, the census is conducted immediately after
the COVID-19 from 15-21 June 2022 all over the
country at a time. As per Section 6 (c) of the Statistics
Act, 2013, previously conducted “Adamshumari” is
now termed “Janoshumari” in Bengali. It is the first
digital census in the history of the country in which
data are collected using a digital device Tablet
Assisted

following the Computer Personal

Interviewing (CAPI) method.

1.2 Special Measures taken to implement the First
Digital Census

Since the Population and Housing Census 2022 is the
first digital census ever conducted in Bangladesh, some
special arrangements had to be taken in conducting the
census, which are as follows:

» Using digital maps developed by integrating
Geographic Information System (GIS) and Geo-code to
easily and clearly identify the Enumeration Areas (EAs);

» Collecting data with digital device tablets using
Computer Assisted Personal Interviewing (CAPI)
method;
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= Ensuring proper storage and utmost security of data,
using the data centre with Tier IV Security, and
installatiing of a multilayer firewall to prevent any kind
of hacking;

* Transmitting data from the field to the BBS server
through Bangladesh Data Center Company Limited
(BDCCL), in completely encrypted form to protect the
confidentiality of individual’s information;

= Using a web-based Integrated Census Management
System (ICMS) to ensure effective management of all
activities of the census;

= Establishing a Network Operations Centre (NOC)
in the BBS headquarters for real-time monitoring of the
progress of data collection, as well as to observe the
quality of data directly in various dimensions;

= Establishing a Call Centre in the BBS headquarters
to provide instant solutions to various problems that
emerged at the field level during data collection;

= Opening the hotline number of the Call Centre for
the people so that they could be included in the
enumeration by themselves connecting via phone;

» In addition to the traditional approaches, using all
types of online platforms including social media for the
effective campaign of the census.

1.3 Census Preparation

As the Population and Housing Census is a gigantic
statistical undertaking, a wide range of preparatory
activities is needed to conduct the census successfully.
Since the Population and Housing Census 2022 is the
first digital census, every step of its preparation is taken
very carefully and efficiently. The preparation begins
in 2019 through the approval of the ‘Population and
Housing Census 2021 Project’. In order to conduct the
census perfectly, at first a ‘“Time-bound Action Plan’ is
prepared and subsequently, all activities are carried out
accordingly. The major preparatory activities of the
census are as follows: -

(1) Zonal operations (2) Developing digital maps and
updating of geo-code (3) Developing Integrated
Census Management System (ICMS) (4) Establishing
Network Operations Centre (NOC) (5) Developing
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ICT Infrastructure (6) Designing Census Questionnaire
(7) Developing and pretesting the CAPI Apps on
census questionnaire (8) Conducting the Pilot Census
(9) Imparting training to census workers etc. The
census preparatory works are briefly described below-

1.3 (a) Zonal Operation

The field-level census preparation begins through the
Zonal Operations. A total of three Zonal Operations are
carried out as part of the census preparations. The
census preparatory activities such as forming EAs
mapping, updating of geo-codes corresponding to all
administrative units, identifying training centres,
enlisting the restricted areas, and preparing the list of
VIPs residing in the EAs are carried out under the
Zonal Operations. Additionally, enumerators and
supervisors are selected and appointed by the
‘Selection Committee’ with the help of field
administrations. In order to run the census perfectly to
the extent possible, including geo-code, all other
information is made entry into the Integrated Census
Management System (ICMS), installed at the BBS
headquarters, from the field during the Zonal
Operations. All maps, including EAs and supervising
areas with Geo-code are integrated through ICMS
under the Zonal Operations. As zonal operations are
conducted properly, realistically and inclusively, it has
been possible to carry out census data collection
activities easily, smoothly and efficiently.

1.3 (b) Digital Map Preparation and Updating of
Geo-Code
In order to manage censuses, surveys and other statistical
activities appropriately, the unique codes developed by
BBS to uniquely identify all administrative units down to
the lowest tier village/mohalla - are known as Geo-code.
As new administrative units have been continuously
forming across the country, the Geo-codes are updated as
part of census preparatory work under the Zonal
Operation, to provide accurate data corresponding to
administrative units. To develop digital maps of
enumeration areas, in the beginning, satellite images are
collected from five foreign companies (Gaofen-2,
Triplesat-2, KOMPSAT-2, KOMPSAT-3, KOMPSAT-
3A) through the Center for Environment and Geographic
Information Services (CEGIS). Subsequently, the sketch
maps of the EAs developed at the field, are super-imposed
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on the satellite images. After that, with the integration of
Geographic Information System (GIS) and Geo-code, the
digital maps are developed to delineate the EAs properly.
Various kinds of maps like Enumerator’s Maps,
Supervisor’s Control Maps, Zonal Officer’s Control
Maps, Upazila Census Coordinator’s (UCC) Control
Maps, District Census Coordinato’s (DCC) Control Maps
and Divisional Census Coordinator’s (DivCC) Control
Maps are developed digitally for the first time in order to
ensure the inclusion of each and every individual in
census enumeration as well as to have the high-quality
data. Appropriate legends and a sufficient number of
landmarks are added to the maps for the appropriate
demarcation of EA’s boundaries. In order to provide a
clear picture to the census personnel on the EAs, index
maps are put around the control maps. This process
predominantly contributes to reducing coverage error of
the census.

1.3 (c) Integrated Census Management System
(ICMS)

A web-based Integrated Census Management System
(ICMS) is developed to control and manage the first
digital Population and Housing Census 2022
efficiently. The ICMS is a digital infrastructure in
which the name, designation, address, mobile phone
number and other particulars of all census personnel,
from enumerators to central monitoring officers, are
inserted. All managerial activities of the census,
including the techniques of using digital maps and who
is responsible for what and so on, are carried out
digitally through ICMS.
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1.3 (d) Network Operations Centre (NOC)

With a view to centrally monitoring data collection
activities along with their quality, an NOC is established at
BBS Headquarters. Through the NOC, during the census,
how many households have been enumerated by an
enumerator assigned for a particular EA for data collection,
whether the progress of data collection is justified to
complete the task on time, or whether he/she has been
collecting data faster than the usual trend etc., -- all these
are instantly visualized on a digital map using ICMS, and
continuously monitored as well. In addition to these, some
basic information about EAs such as the total number of
households, household size, population by sex, sex ratio,
literacy rate etc. have been consistently observed on the
screen of the NOC. The aforementioned activities are
possible to observe in real time for any specific area,
including any administrative tire, and for the national level.
Among others, it has been possible to instantly identify
whether any specific household or person is enumerated or
not. This innovation contributes significantly to completing
data collection successfully and timely with quality.

1.3 (e) ICT Infrastructure and Management

In the Population and Housing Census 2022, the data
collected from households using the digital devices, tablets
are directly transmitted through mobile network to the Tier
IV Data Centre located at Bangabandhu Hi-Tech Park at
Kaliakoir in Gazipur belonging to Bangladesh Data Center
Company Limited (BDCCL). Later on, the data are stored
in the application server passing through the Multilayer
Firewall and the load balancer installed in that data centre.
To ensure the utmost security, data are transmitted from the
tablets to the application servers through the cloud in fully
encrypted form. Subsequently, the data are transferred by
Oracle Exadata, installed in the Tier IV Data Centre, from
the cloud to the BDCCL Data Centre in Dhaka through an
optical fiber cable. Afterwards, the data are passed through
an optical fiber cable from BDCCL to BBS Data Centre. It
is worth to mention that data are brought to BBS, using the
ICT infrastructure mentioned earlier, in completely
encrypted form, and later, make them decrypted here in
BBS. The decrypted data are made possible to visualize in
real-time on the giant screen set out in the NOC at BBS
Headquarters.
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1.5 Census Management

To accomplish the Population and Housing Census
2022 appropriately, the Secretary of Statistics and
Informatics Division (SID) is appointed as the Chief
Census Coordinator/Census Commissioner, the
Director General of the BBS, as the National Census
Coordinator, Additional Secretary (Administration/
Development/Informatics) as Additional Chief
Census Coordinator, Deputy Director General of the
BBS as Additional National Census Coordinator,
Director of Census Wing as Deputy National Census
Coordinator, Joint Secretaries of SID/Directors of
BBS as Assistant National Census Coordinator,
Project Director of the Population and Housing
Census (PHC) 2021 Project, as the Census
Coordinator, Deputy Secretary (Development-1),
SID/Deputy Project Directors of the PHC 2021
Project as Assistant Census Coordinator. In addition,
Joint Directors/Deputy Directors (based on seniority)
as Divisional Census Coordinator, Deputy
Directors/Deputy Directors (in charge)/Statistical
Officers as District Census Coordinator, Upazila
Statistical Officers/Assistant Statistical Officers as
Upazila Census Coordinator, Statistical
Investigators/Statistical Assistants/Junior Statistical
Assistants and equivalent staff of BBS and
experienced and skilled regular employees from
other government departments at upazila level are
appointed as Zonal Officer.

A Steering Committee headed by the Secretary of
Statistics and Informatics Division (SID), consisting
of the representatives of the Finance Division,
Planning Division, Planning Commission and of
other relevant Ministries/Divisions/ Departments, is
formed to provide policy guidance to implement the
project, and ultimately the Population and Housing
Census 2022 successfully. A Project Implementation
Committee (PIC) headed by the Director General of
BBS, having members from the relevant Ministries/
Divisions/Departments is formed to provide
implementation guidelines on the project as well as
the census. Besides, a Publicity Committee is formed
with the representatives of different Ministries/
Divisions/ Departments for ensuring a robust
campaign on the census to create public awareness to
get accurate data. It is noted that, a ‘Technical
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Support Committee on ICT’ is formed with the
representatives of  SID, Information and
Communication Technology Division, Bangladesh
Computer Council along with the officials of BBS to
provide necessary suggestions and recommendations
for conducting data collection using the CAPI
method. The mentioned committees play vital roles
in their respective fields from the preparatory
activities to the successful implementation of the
census.

Moreover, 39 teams by specific activities are formed
with the officials of SID and BBS to implement
specific activity explicitly. Of those, the most
important teams are (1) Census Advisory Team
(CAT), (2) Software Validation Team, (3) Technical
Support Team (TST), (4) Data Validation and Table
Generation Team, (5) ICT Quick Response Team, (6)
SIM Registration Team, (7) Intra-Coordination, and
Communication Team (ICCT), (8) Training
Implementation Team, (9) Publicity Support Team
(PST), (10) CAPI Apps and Security Team, (11) Data
Management Team, (12) ICMS and Application
Software Team, (13) System Support Team, (14)
Network Management Team, (15) Geographic
Information System (GIS) Team etc. Besides,
division-wise twelve ‘Technical Support Teams’ are
formed with experienced ICT officials of BBS, to
provide prompt ICT supports on any issue that arises
in the field, during the census data collection.
Furthermore, twelve  ‘Material
Distribution Teams’ are formed to ensure proper
distribution of all census materials, including tablets,
training manuals, control maps, household sticker
etc. to the field. These subject-specific teams played
pivotal roles to conduct the Population and Housing
Census 2022 successfully.

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1.6 Census/ Survey Standing Committee

To conduct censuses/surveys effectively in the field,
Standing Committees on Census/Survey by
administrative tire are in place, which have been
formed by SID with the approval of the Cabinet
Division. These Standing Committees are led by the
Mayors of  City  Corporations, Deputy
Commissioners (DCs) at the District, Paurashava
Mayors at Paurashava, Upazila Nirbahi Officers
(UNOs) at Upazila, Ward Councilors of City
Corporations at Ward and Chairman of Union
Parishads at Union. These committees are structured
with the officials of field administration, officials of
police administrations and related government
departments, public representatives, academics,
representatives from Bangladesh Muktijoddha
Sangsad, Bangladesh Scouts, local public banks,
local Press Clubs, Chambers of Commerces and local
business associations and the relevant officials of
BBS. Like other censuses of BBS, meetings of those
committees’ are organized before data collection to
ensure their direct involvement and active roles in the
census processes. In the meetings, the committees are
informed about the census’s overall activities and
requested their wholehearted cooperations to
complete the census smoothly.

1.7 Census Coordination

As part of pre-census activities, a high-level meeting
chaired by the Cabinet Secretary, with the
participation of the thirty-six concerned secretaries or
equivalent  officials of  ministries/divisions/
agencies, is held to coordinate census operation. In
the meeting, the pros and cons of the census are
reviewed comprehensively, and specific guidelines
and responsibilities are given to all Ministries/
Divisions/Agencies including SID. As a result,
performing preparatory census activities such as
census campaign, data collection etc., at the field
become easier and smoother. The Ministries/
Divisions/Agencies  played vital roles in
accomplishing various activities of the census are:
The Prime Minister’s Office, Cabinet Division,
Ministry of Public Administration, Ministry of Home
Affairs, Bangladesh Police, Ministry of Defence,
Information and Communication Technology (ICT)
Division, Posts and Telecommunications Division,
Ministry of Education, Ministry of Primary and Mass
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Education, Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting, Local Government Division, Ministry
of Agriculture, Department of Agricultural
Extension, Ministry of Youth and Sports, Ministry of
Women and Children Affairs, Bangladesh Islamic
Foundation etc. Moreover, field level ICT human
resources of the Department of ICT, the Bangladesh
Computer Council, BANBEIS and other government
offices play significant roles in providing ICT
supports in census data collection.

It is worth mentioning that the UNFPA and the World
Bank provide technical supports in various activities
of census. Moreover, officials of UNFPA Bangladesh
observe census data collection in person at the field.

1.8 Census Questionnaire

The Questionnaire is the essential tool for data
collection of a census. As all the previous censuses
are conducted manually, their questionnaires are
paper-based. However, since the Population and
Housing Census 2022 are conducted following the
CAPI method, its questionnaire is designed keeping
digital platform in consideration. In the case of
designing the census questionnaire, at first, a team in
the project is formed to develop its first draft keeping
the questionnaire of the last census 2011 and other
relevant issues in consideration. Later on, it is
thoroughly reviewed and analysed in a number of
consultation meetings organized at BBS level, and
made necessary changes. In order to make the
questionnaire more inclusive, a number of
consultation workshops are organized with the
participations of representatives from various
ministries/ divisions/agencies, academics,
researchers, civil society members, media personnel,
experts and other stakeholders. Incorporating the
comments and suggestions received through the
workshops, the revised draft of the questionnaire is
prepared. Subsequently, it is further systematically
reviewed and analysed by the ‘Technical Support
Team’ formed by the SID to accomplish technical
activities of the census, and followed by the
‘Professor’s Forum’ formed with some renowned
professors of different universities. After that, the
questionnaire is pre-tested in the field to observe its
performance. In light of the experiences and findings
gathered from the pre-test, the final draft of the
questionnaire is prepared. Afterwards, its CAPI
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version is developed to carry out data collection of
the census digitally, using digital device tablets,
following the Computer Assisted Personal
Interviewing (CAPI) method, and a field test is
conducted in every division to assess the
performance of the CAPI questionnaire. After
incorporating the findings of the test in the CAPI
version, again a pretest is conducted in 821 selected
EAs across the country. Based on the experiences and
findings from the pre-test, the CAPI version of the
questionnaire is finalized. Eventually, after a series of
the aforementioned processes, the questionnaire is
placed before the PIC’s meeting, and ultimately
finalized, accumulating the suggestions in the
questionnaire, received from the meeting.

The questionnaire consists of two modules the
Household Module and the Individual Module. In the
Household Module, there are 15 questions on various
characteristics of households namely types and
number of households and their ownerships, source
of drinking water, toilet facilities, electricity
facilities, sources of cooking fuel, foreign remittance
etc. In the Individual Module, there are 20 questions
on different individual facts such as age, sex, marital
status, religion, disability, education, working status,
training, mobile phone and internet use, banking
inclusion, ethnic population etc. Including all, there
are 35 questions in the census questionnaire.

1.9 Testing of CAPI Apps and Web Application

To assess the cyber security of the digital system,
Vulnerability Assessment & Penetration Test (VAPT)
of CAPI apps & web application of the census, the
testing performed is mentioned below:

(1) The Vulnerability Assessment & Penetration
Test (VAPT), Functional Test, Load and Stress Test
of CAPI apps & web application are accomplished
through the Software Quality Testing and
Certification (SQTC) Centre of Bangladesh
Computer Council (BCC);

(2) The Vulnerability Assessment & Penetration
Test (VAPT) of CAPI apps and online applications
are made by the e-Government Computer Incident
Response Team (BGD e¢-GOV CIRT) of Bangladesh
Computer Council (BCC);
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(3) Cyber Security Assessment of digital system of
CAPI apps & web application are reviewed by the
Institute of Information and Communication
Technology of BUET, and necessary advices are
taken from them, and incorporated as well;

(4) Necessary pieces of advices and guidelines are
also received from a cyber security specialist at Nara
Institute of Science and Technology (NAIST), Japan
on the Cyber Security Systems of CAPI apps, web
applications and digital systems of the census.

1.10 Enumeration Method

The modified de facto method is followed in the
Population and Housing Census 2022. Under this
method, members of households are enumerated in
the place where they stay at the census moment, and
the members who remain on duty or on journey at the
census moment are enumerated at their usual
residences.

1.11 Pilot Census

To run the census perfectly the pilot census means to
examine all preparatory works of census just
immediately before the main census. It is also termed
as the full-dress-rehearsal of the main census. In
order to assess the entire final processes of the main
census, a pilot census was conducted from 27 April
to 19 May 2022 in 28 selected sample EAs. Under the
pilot, the enumerators collect data from households
using tablets and transmit them to servers through
online, which have been ultimately transferred from
the cloud to the BBS data centre by using Oracle
Exadata installed in BDCCL, passing through
Optical Fiber Cable. In light of the experiences of the
pilot census, required modifications are made and the
overall census preparations are finalized.

1.12 Training

To perform data collection efficiently and to ensure
high quality data, a comprehensive training in two
forms, manual and audio-visual, is imparted on every
aspect of the questionnaire to all census workers.
Under these trainings, they are educated on the
overall contents of the questionnaire and the data
collection technique as well. The training is
conducted for four days in three phases.
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Phase-1

As the master trainers, Divisional Census
Coordinators (DivCCs) and the District Census
Coordinators (DCCs) are provided training for four
days from 25 to 28 May 2022 by the Core Census
Trainers (CTT) at the BBS Headquarters.

Phase-2
Upazila (UCCs), IT
Supervisors, and Zonal Officers are imparted training

by the DCCs for four days from 30 May to 02 June
2022 at the district level.

Census  Coordinators

Phase-3

Supervisors and enumerators are trained for four days
from 4 to 7 June in the first batch and the same from
9 tol2 June 2022 in the second batch by Zonal
Officers at Upazilas, Zones, and Unions with the help
of Upazila Census Coordinators (UCCs) and ICT
Supervisors.

Alongside the training manual, an audio-visual
training module is developed for imparting intensive
training to the census personnel. Besides, in order to
enrich the knowledge gathered from manual training
more perfectly through self-learning, separate
interactive animated training apps on each question
are developed, which have been widely used,
especially by the enumerators and supervisors. This
training platform plays an effective role in
eliminating any ambiguity of census personnel on any
matter of the census questionnaire.

1.13 Call Centre

A call centre is set up at BBS Headquarters to provide
prompt solutions on subject matters and general
queries of the census staff at various levels, which
remained functional 24 hours from 30 May to 30 June
2022. A total of 40 operators performed their duties in
two shifts at the call centre. The census personnel at
different levels communicated, and sought solutions
of various technical and critical aspects, calling
through the hotline (09602998877). Furthermore, the
centre is made open to all so that the people can
communicate directly to the census team to be
included in the census counting.
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Alongside the call centre, a Census Control Center is
established, as the previous censuses, in BBS
Headquarters. It is kept open everyday from 8:00
am. to 12:00 am. from 29 May to 28 June 2022.
Three teams with the BBS officials are formed and
they carry out their duties in the centre by rotation.
They note down the problems reported from the field
in a specific register. Afterwards, they discuss the
problems with the competent authority, including
project team to have the appropriate solutions, and
provide feedbacks to the census workers, and keep
notes on it on the same register. The same
arrangements are also made in all City Corporations,
Divisions, Districts, Upazilas and Unions, in order to
provide necessary supports to the census workers.

1.14 Census Campaign

The campaign plays very vital role in sensitizing the
respondents to provide accurate data in census.
A wide range of campaign is carried out to convey
census messages to every person living each and
every corner of the country. At the beginning, a
commemorative postal stamp and an inaugural
envelope are released by His Excellency the President
of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh. A Voice Call
of the Honourable Prime Minister is delivered to all
mobile subscribers. In addition, Short Message
Services (SMS) on census are sent several times to all
mobile phone users. Countdown clocks on the census
are hoisted on the web portals of all government
organizations. To ensure mass campaign, census
messages are regularly publicized through print,
electronic and online medias. Alongside talk-show,
various promotional contents such as theme-song,
playlet, docudrama, television and radio commercial
are frequently aired through TV and radio. Census
slogan and enumeration period are telecasted on
various TV channels. In addition, social medias such
as Facebook, WhatsApp, YouTube, Instagram, and so
on are also used for census campaign. Census
publicity contents are also displayed on a number of
billboards in the prominent places of all city
corporations. Posters are hung, leaflets are distributed
and miking are done everywhere. Another special
awareness campaign are broadly conducted by the
Imams at all mosques during ‘Jummah Prayers’ with
the cooperation of the Islamic Foundation. After that,
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census campaign are also conducted in temples,
pagodas and churches. Special supplements are
published in the most widely circulated 10 daily
newspapers, containing the messages of His
Excellency the President, Honourable Prime Minister,
Minister for Planning, State Minister for Planning,
Secretary of SID, Director General of BBS, along
with a brief on the census by the Project Director of
Population and Housing Census 2021 Project, on the
very first day of enumeration on 15 June 2022.
Census inaugural rallies are also demonstrated at BBS
Headquarters as well as in all the districts with the
participations of officials of SID and BBS along with
the members of the Bangladesh National Cadet Corps
(BNCC), Bangladesh Scouts and Bangladesh Girl
Guides Association. A week-long Horse Carts’
campaign is also carried out in Dhaka City. Including
BBS Building (Parisankhyan Bhaban), some road
dividers as well as some prominent places of Dhaka
city such as Planning Commission’s Premises, Doyel
Chottor etc. are illuminated on the occasion of the
census as part of campaign. The same is also done in
all other city corporations.

1.15 Census Workforce

To ensure inclusion of all in the census, the entire
country is fragmented into 3,81,053 Enumeration
Areas with a tiny portion for each. A total of 3,65,791
enumerators, usually one for each EA, are appointed
for data collection and a total of 63,550 supervisors
are appointed for supervising data collection activity
directly. These census workers are selected by the
‘Enumerator and Supervisor Selection Committee’
formed at Upazila, headed by the Upazila Nirbahi
Officer. This committee selects local youth literally
considering their ICT knowledge as well as their
skills on smart phone operations. A total of 3,779
zonal officers from BBS and other government
departments are engaged to supervise the
enumerators and supervisors’ activities at the field. It
1s to be noted that, in order to conduct the first ever
digital census smoothly, a total of 3,779 ICT
supervisors from the skilled local youths are also
engaged for providing ICT assistance to the zonal
officers. A total of 552 Upazila Census Coordinators
(UCC), 163 District Census Coordinators (DCC), and
12 Divisional Census Coordinators (DivCC) are
engaged to coordinate and supervise census activities
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at the field, including data collection. Approximately
a total of 4,37,000 personnel is directly engaged in
various activities of the census.

Chuadanga district is remained as one census district
for smooth implementation of census activities and
engaged 1 DCC. Moreover, 4 UCCs, 30 zonal
officers, 30 ICT supervisors, 507 supervisors and
3,054 enumerators are involved in the census
enumeration. All census activities in the district are
coordinated and overseen by the ‘District
Census/Survey Committee’ headed by the Deputy
Commissioner..

1.16 Census Enumeration

The midnight of 14 June 2022 (the zero moment of 15
June) is considered as ‘the census reference
point/time’, and the following week, 15-21 June 2022
as ‘the Census Week’. It is noted that, the households
located in each of the enumeration areas are identified
by the respective enumerators in the previous two
days (13 and 14 June 2022) of the census
enumeration. At first, the floating population is
counted on census night, from 12:00 o’clock at night
of 14 June to 6:00 am of 15 June 2022, across the
country which is considered as the ‘Census Night’. At
the household level, the census data collection is
inaugurated through data collection of the households
of His Excellency the President and the Honourable
Prime Minister. Subsequently, the nationwide data
collection activities are taken place for 7 days from
15 to 21 June 2022. It is to be noted that, due to
sudden flash flood in the north-east region of the
country, the data collection period is extended for 7
days to 28 June 2022 in four districts: Sylhet,
Sunamganj, Moulvibazar, and Netrokona, following
the international protocol of census.

1.17 Post Enumeration Check (PEC) Survey

Post Enumeration Check (PEC) Survey is conducted
immediately after every census in Bangladesh
following  UN

Recommendation for Population and Housing

guidelines  ‘Principles  and
Census’ to assess the coverage and content error of
the census data. The PEC survey is carried out by an
independent professional organization, Bangladesh
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Institute of Development Studies (BIDS). Data are
collected from a total of 378 selected sample
enumeration areas during 10-16 October 2022. The
report of the PEC survey, which is conducted
independently, is published on 06 February 2023. As
per PEC survey findings, the Net Coverage Error
(NCE) is found to be 2.75%, which is the lowest ever
in the census history of Bangladesh

1.18 Data Processing

Data of the Population and Housing Census 2022 are
collected digitally using CAPI Application. As
adequate numbers of validation rules are set up in the
CAPI application, it is found that the quality of
census data is significantly better. Never the less, data
cleaning, editing and processing are carried out to
produce quality data. A web-based application is
developed, through which necessary corrections are
made into census data from the field directly at
district and upazila level, and send them back to the
server. Extensive training is imparted to the
concerned personnel on data editing. Moreover, a
guideline on editing, cleaning, and processing of
census data is prepared. Later on, taking the
corrections made at the field as well as the findings
noted therein into consideration, the necessary
editing, cleaning and processing are accomplished by
‘the Data Processing Team’, following the United
Nations guideline ‘Handbook on Population and
Housing Census Editing’. Finally, by using the
STATA
aforementioned team complete the data processing

Oracle Database and software,
activities, and generate required tables according to
tabulation plan of the census.

1.19 Census Report

After the successful completion of the census
enumeration, the preliminary report is published in a
month on 27 July 2022. Subsequently, after
processing the census data, the National Report
(Volume-1) containing detailed information is
published officially on 28 November 2023. Important
information like total enumerated and adjusted
population, population by rural and urban, population
by sex, population growth rate, population density,
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sex ratio, child-woman ratio, dependency ratio,
marital status, population by religion, disability,
education, working status, mobile phone and internet
use, financial inclusion, ethnicity, home and current
division, returned migrant and foreigner, total
household, type of household, dwelling structure and
ownership, household facilities, foreign remittance,
household size etc. are published by division and
district in the national report.

The census has a total of 133 reports. Among these,
there are five national level reports such as National
Report (Volume 1), Union Statistics (Volume 2),
Urban Area (Volume 3),
Socio-economic and Demographic Survey Report
2023 (Volume 4) and Administrative Report (Volume
5). Of the others, there are 64 district reports and 64
In addition, there are 25

Report

community reports.
Monographs and 35 Infographs.
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In this chapter, the concepts and definitions used in
Population and Housing Census 2022 are described,
and these are as follows-

2.1 Population and Housing Census

According to the United Nations Guidelines, ‘A
Population Census is the total process of planning,
collecting, compiling, evaluating, disseminating and
analysing demographic, economic and social data at
the smallest geographic level pertaining, at a
specified time, to all persons in a country or in a
well-delimited part of a country.” There are two
main parts of the Population and Housing Census as
elaborated below:

(a) Population Census: The Population Census
collects demographic and socio-economic basic
data of all persons of a country at a specified time
down to the smallest geographical level
(village/mahalla).

(b) Housing Census: The Housing Census collects
the basic data related to the number of all dwelling
houses, structural conditions, and facilities available
in the dwelling houses in a country at a specified
time down to the smallest geographical level
(village/mahalla).

2.2 Enumeration Method

The Population and Housing Census 2022 has been
conducted as per ‘modified defacto’ method. In this
method, alongside enumerating the household
members at their location at the census moment,
persons on duty and traveling at the census moment
are enumerated in their respective usual households.

2.3 Census Moment

The moment at 12:00 a.m. on 14th June 2022 (00:00
hour of 15th June) is considered as the 'Census
Moment' of the Population and Housing Census
2022.

2.4 Census Night

The period from the census moment to 6:00 a.m. is
considered as ‘Census Night’. Hence, the period from
12:00 a.m. on 14th June 2022 (00:00 hour of 15th
June) to 6:00 a.m. is considered as ‘Census Night’.
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2.5 Census Period

The period of 7 (seven) days from the census
moment to 21 June 2022 is considered as Census
Period as well as ‘Census Week’.

2.6 Rural Area

The areas, outside the City Corporations,
Paurashavas, Upazila Headquarters (not declared as
Paurashava) including the entire areas of that
mauza, Cantonment areas, and the entire mauza of
the enlisted Growth Centres of Local Government
Divisions are treated as the Rural Areas.

2.7 Urban Area

The five types of areas; the areas within the
jurisdictions of City Corporations, Paurashavas,
Upazila Headquarters (not declared as Paurashava)
including the entire areas of that mauza,
Cantonment areas, and the entire mauza of the
enlisted Growth Centres of Local Government
Division are treated as the Urban Areas.

2.8 Household and Household Members

A household consists of one or more persons who eat
from the same pot and live together. Along with family
members, any relative or unrelated person can be
household member. On the other hand, any family
member or relative who does not eat and live together
will not be considered as household member.

The persons who ate from the same kitchen and lived
together on the census night [from 12:00 a.m. on 14
June (00:00 hour on 15 June) to 6:00 a.m. on 15 June
2022] under the same roof or house are included as the
members of that household. However, members who
usually took food and lived together, but were on
travelling or staying in residential hotels or rest houses
or went to deep-sea for fishing, or temporarily (less
than six months) staying abroad or on duty (e.g.,
census personnel, hospital patients, and attendants,
night guards, etc.) on the census night are counted in
their usual households.
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(a) General Household: A general household is
composed of a person or a couple with or without
children and other members are living together and
taking food from the same kitchen. Household
members who were on travel or stayed in residential
hotel/rest house or went to deep sea for fishing or
temporarily (less than 6 months) stayed abroad or on
duty such as census personnel, hospital patients and
attendants, night guards, etc., on the census night are
enumerated in general household.

(b) Institutional Household: A group of unrelated
persons who live in an institution and take their
meals from a common kitchen is defined as an
Institutional household. Persons living in prisons,
orphanages, hospitals, clinics, hostel/residential
halls of educational institutions, hostels for working
people, madrasha (residential), army camps or
barracks, police lines, BGB camps, etc. are
enumerated in institutional households.

(¢) Other Household: The Households, except
general households and institutional households, are
termed as the other household together. People
living in messes, shops, offices, mosques, temples,
churches, pagodas, etc. are enumerated under the
other household category. Hijra population,
separated from their own families and living
together, are also enumerated under the other
households.

2.9 Slum and Slum Household

A cluster of five or more households in urban areas
on government land/demesne, beside rail lines,
roadsides, embankments, or private land and
generally in unhygienic and unplanned conditions
with very poor-quality housing structures such as
huts, tongs, tin sheds, semi-pucca, rickety
structures, dilapidated buildings, etc. has been
considered as a slum. Households in slum areas are
treated as slum households. The five characteristics
of slum households are considered as follows-

a. Lack of access to improved water sources

Lack of access to improved sanitation
facilities

Lack of sufficient living space
d.  Lack of housing durability and

e. Lack of security of tenure
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2.10 Floating Population

The homeless people who usually spent night in
various places such as railway stations, bus
terminals, shrines, footpaths, under stairs/foot-
overbridges, launch terminals/ ferries, market
balconies, etc. are considered as Floating
Population. Floating Population are counted on the
census night. The people who stayed on the street or
at market for their livelihoods or other purposes on
the census night, but have dwellings elsewhere are
not considered as floating population.

2.11 Dwelling Unit

A structure consisting of one or more rooms under
the same roof is defined as dwelling units. It may be
single-storied or multi-storied. A household may
have one or more dwelling units; On the other hand,
one or more households may live in a dwelling unit.
The housing units or structures, which are used for
residence, are counted as dwelling units of the

respective household.
2.12 Type of Dwelling Unit

In the census, data on floor, wall and roof materials
of the main dwelling structure are collected
separately. But for the purpose of comparative
analysis with the previous cenuses, figures are
derived, and presented by four categories: Pucca,

Semi-pucca, Kancha and Jhupri.

(a) Pucca: A structure is defined as a Pucca if its
floor is made of cement/concrete/ brick/terracotta or
tiles/mosaic, wall- cement/  concrete/brick/
terracotta or ceramic tiles and roof- cement/

concrete/tile.
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(b) Semi-pucca: A structure is defined as a
Semi-pucca if its floor is made of
cement/concrete/brick/terracotta or tiles/mosaic,
wall- cement/concrete/brick/terracotta or ceramic
tiles and roof- any other material except

cement/concrete/tile.

(¢) Kancha: A structure is defined as Kancha if its
floor is made of soil or wood or any other metarial
except brick/cement/concrete and roof is made of
bamboo/golpata/palm leaves/chhan/ straw etc. is
defined as Kancha structure. Nevertheless, if the
floor is made of cement/concrete/brick/terracotta
etc., but the wall and roof are made of any other

material except cement/concrete/ brick/terracotta.

(d) Jhupri: A structure is defined as a Jhupri if its
floor is made of soil or wood/bamboo/trunk etc.
and the wall & roof are made of straw/

bamboo/chhan/golpata/palm leaves/polythene etc.

2.13 Ownership Status of Dwelling Unit

The data on ownership status is collected in the

following five categories:

(a) Own dwelling unit: A dwelling unit occupied
by a household which is purchased or inherited or

legally owned.

(b) Rented, but having own dwelling unit
elsewhere: A dwelling unit which is occupied by a
household on a rental basis under a formal or
informal agreement as well as having own dwelling

unit elsewhere.

(¢) Rented and having no own dwelling unit
elsewhere: A dwelling unit which is occupied by a
household on a rental basis under a formal or
informal agreement and doesn’t have own dwelling

unit elsewhere.
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(d) Rent-free, but have own dwelling unit
elsewhere: A dwelling unit which is occupied by a
household without paying any rent, but has own
dwelling unit elsewhere, which is purchased or

inherited or legally owned by any means.

(e) Rent-free, and having no own dwelling unit
elsewhere: A dwelling unit that is occupied by a
household without paying any rent, and doesn’t

have own dwelling unit elsewhere.

2.14 Household Head

The chief or principal member of the household,
who takes the major decisions and is treated as the
head of the household by other members, is
considered as the Household Head. It is not
essential that a household head must be an earner
or a senior member of the household.

2.15 Sex Ratio

The ratio of males to females in a given population
usually expressed as the number of males per 100
females.

2.16 Dependency Ratio

Dependency ratio is defined as the ratio of sum of
population aged 0-14 years and 65+ years to the
population aged 15-64 years expressed as
percentage.

2.17 Child-Woman Ratio

The ratio of children aged 0-4 years to the woman
of child-bearing age 15-49 years. This is commonly
expressed in per 1000 women.

2.18 Literacy

A person who can read and write at least in one
language is treated as literate.

2.19 Disability

According to the Persons with Disabilities Rights and
Protection Act, 2013, 10 (Ten) types of disabilities
such as autism, physical, mental, visual, speech,
intellectual, hearing, cerebral palsy, down syndrome,
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and other disabilities are taken into accounts for data
collection in this census. Subsequently, data on two
more types such as deaf-blindness and multiple
disability have been derived analysing the multiple
alternative options of the questionnaire.

2.20 Foreigner

Except Bangladeshi, the citizens of other countries
who were in Bangladesh during the census period.

2.21 Returned Migrant

Household members who have returned to
Bangladesh permanently from abroad in the last
two years before the census period.

2.22 Working Status

(a) Employed: During the census period, the
persons aged 5 years and above, who are engaged
in any work on payment or for profit-making in any
household/ enterprise, or worked in own land or in
a family farm to produce or sell goods/services, are
treated as employed persons. Persons temporarily
absent from their job are also considered as
employed. Students involved in tuition apart from
studies are also counted as employed. Alongside
household work, persons involved in any economic
activity or engaged in a family farm as unpaid
workers are also treated as employed. Moreover,
household members engaged in domestic work on
payment are also treated as employed.

(b) Household Work: Household members
engaged in cooking or various types of domestic
works in their own household during the census
period were considered as Household Work.

(c) Looking for work: Despite having eligibility
and ability, persons who did not engage themselves
in work although they looked for job and were also
ready to work.

(d) Do not work: During the census period,
persons who were not engaged in any work or were
unable to work (like children, elderly people), or
were not willing to work despite having ability.
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2.23 Youth Population

Population aged 15-24 years are considered as the
youth population.

2.24 Working Age Population

Population aged 15-64 years are considered as
working age population.

2.25 Mobile Phone for Own Use

A person aged 5 years and above, having at least a
mobile phone with an active SIM card in his/her
collection and he/she used it at least once in the last
three months before the census, is considered as
having an own mobile phone for own use. In this
case, one can have his own phone or can have it as
a gift from someone or can receive it from his/her
employer; the SIM card can be registered in his/her
name or someone else’s name, and it can be prepaid
or post-paid. It is to be noted that, in case of more
than one user of a mobile phone, the person who
mostly use it, has been considered as the person
having a mobile phone for his/her own use.

2.26 Internet Users

A person aged 5 years and above is considered as
an internet user if he/she used the internet at least
once in the last 3 (three) months before the census
period. It is to be noted that, if a person did not have
his/her own smart phone, but used else one’s
mobile, tablet, laptop, computer, or cyber cafe, or
any other smart device to use the internet, is

considered as an internet user.

2.27 Person having Account at Bank or Other
Financial Institution

The population aged 15 years and above, having a

single or joint account with a Bank/Insurance/

Micro-credit/Post office or in any other financial

institution, with at least one financial transaction in

12 months before the census period, is considered

as the population having bank account.
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2.28 Person having Mobile Banking Account

The population aged 15 years and above, having
mobile banking account such as bKash, Nagad,
Rocket, etc. with at least one financial transaction
in 12 months before the census period, is
considered as the population having mobile

banking account.
2.29 Population Engaged in Training

The Population aged 5 years and above, engaged in
any training related to income generation or
technological skill development during the census
period, is treated as the population engaged in

training.
2.30 Remittance Recipient Household

Households received any type of remittance in cash
or kind from abroad in the last two years before the

census.
2.31 Ethnic Population

The population group enlisted in the “Khudra Nri-
goshthi Sangskritik Pratisthan Ain, 2010 by the
Ministry of Cultural Affairs are considered as
Ethnic Population.

Singulate Mean Age at Marriage (SMAM)

The Singulate Mean Age at Marriage (SMAM) is an estimate of the average number of years lived by a cohort of
women or men before their first marriage. The SMAM is derived from the proportion of single persons of each
sex in successive age groups. SMAM is calculated from the proportions of never-married by age and gender. The
basic assumption involved in the calculation is that the change in the proportions of never-married from age x to
age x+1 is a measure of the proportion of a birth cohort who married at the age of x+1.

Step 6:  Calculate the proportion of married person at age 50 denoted by F
where, F=100 - C
Step 7:  Calculate Singulate mean age at marriage (SMAM) denoted by G
where G=E + F

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The Population and Housing Census 2022 is the
maiden complete digital census of Bangladesh.
Although it is the digital census, the fundamental
objectives and characteristics of the usual population
census remain unchanged. The data collected in the
census in Chuadanga district are presented in this
chapter after a series of processing and analysis. The
chapter is divided into two main parts. Namely-
demographic characteristics and household and
dwelling.

3.1 Demographic Characteristics

Data on demographic characteristics, collected in
Population and Housing Census 2022 are presented
here. Important demographic information of the
district like total enumerated population, population
by rural and urban, population by sex, population
growth rate, population density, sex ratio, child-
woman ratio, dependency ratio, marital status,
population by religion, disability, education,
working status, mobile phone and internet use,
financial inclusion, ethnicity and returned migrant
are exhibited by upazila in this part of the chapter.

3.2 Household and Dwelling

Data on Household and Dwelling, collected in the
Population and Housing Census 2022 are presented
here. The figures for household and dwelling, along
with the type of household, dwelling structure and
ownership, household facilities, foreign remittance
and household size are provided in this part of the
chapter in various dimensions.
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3.1.1 Population and Growth Rate

The findings of the Population and Housing Census
2022 such as the total enumerated population and
growth rate of Chuadanga district are explained in
this section. Sex disaggregated data by male, female
and hijra are also provided here. Along with the
floating and the slum, data on the population living
in general, institutional and other households are
described in this section through various tables and
graphs.

According to the population and
housing census 2022, the rates of population living in
the rural and urban areas are 75.63% and 24.37%
respectively. The rates were 27.12% in the rural
areas and 72.88% in the urban areas in 2011. The
analysis also shows that the rate of urban population
in the district was 76.31% in 1981, which has
gradually been decreased to 24.37% in 2022.
Notably, the overall rate of urban population is
31.66% in the country.

The average annual growth rates of the population
are presented in the Table 3.1.6. According to the
population and housing census 2022, the average
annual growth rate of enumerated population of the
district is 0.79%; this rate is 1.22% at the national
level. Analysing the data by sex, the rates are 0.65 %
for male and 0.93% for female, which implies that
the rate for the female is a bit higher than that of
male. A wide range of variation between the rates of
the rural and urban areas is noticed. The rate in the
rural areas is 1.12% while it is -0.16% in the urban
areas.

3.2.2 Dwelling Structure and Ownership

this census data comparable with that of previous
censuses, the aforementioned four categories of
dwelling structure have been derived by
combining floor, wall and roof materials in many
dimensions.

Data of general households having separate
handwashing facilities are presented in Table 3.2.12.
